f. serving the school as assigned by the principal and performing teaching duties in a professional and Islamic manner.

g. attending and participating in faculty meetings.

h. cooperating in school-related meetings, activities and projects.

i. maintaining complete and accurate records regarding grades, progress and attendance.

j. conferring with parents when necessary and/or appropriate.

k. performing such other duties consistent with the work of a teacher as the principal may from time to time designate, i.e. lunchroom duty, playground duty, etc.

l. following curriculum chosen by the school.

m. never leaving the students unattended except for emergencies, or at the request of the principal or Administration.  In any case, the nearest teacher must be notified if the class is to be left unattended.

n. teaching and supporting proper and respectful attitudes and good posture in all students.

o. not engaging in any negative or critical remarks or actions concerning any person, policies, guideline, rules or regulations connected with the school.

p. not soliciting, selling or conducting personal business during school time or on the school premises without the express permission of the principal.

q. directing all questions, requests, suggestions and criticisms on policies, guidelines, programs, rules, regulations, duties, responsibilities, curriculum, books, materials, persons and other related matters to either the principal or the designated person for the proper answers.

r. agreeing to demonstrate the integrity to work from 8:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. daily on a regular schedule.  Additional hours may be required for extra-curricular activities.

4. The school agrees to maintain a regular and professional program of teacher supervision and evaluation.

5. The school agrees to grant the teacher sick leave, personal days and/or maternity leave as outlined in Benefit Package.

6. The school agrees that discipline and/or discharge of the teacher will be conducted in accordance with current policies.

8. Casualty to the school properties or any other financial or catastrophic incident causing a complete cessation of school operations shall immediately and automatically terminate this contract.
